BACKGROUND
Pact is an International NGO with offices throughout the world with a mission to enable systematic solutions that allow those who are poor and marginalized to earn a dignified living, be healthy and take part in the benefits that nature provides. Pact accomplishes this by strengthening local capacity, forging effective governance systems and transforming markets into a force for development.
Pact Inc. is implementing a USAID-funded project Community Action for HIV Control as part of the U.S. President’s Emergency Plan for AIDS Relief (PEPFAR). This project is accelerating Ukraine’s efforts to achieve HIV epidemic control by 2030 by improved prevention, testing, and linkages to care among key populations. As part of the activity, the project envisages providing a number of non-governmental organizations within Ukraine (government-controlled territories) with rapid HIV tests. Over the next year, in addition to the quantities indicated in this RFP, an additional volume of tests will be procured.

SUBMISSION INSTRUCTIONS
A. Submission of Questions: All questions or clarifications regarding this RFP must be in writing and submitted to procurement.cahc@pactworld.org no later than 18:00 on September 2, 2022. Questions and requests for clarification, and the responses thereto, will be circulated to all RFP recipients who have indicated an interest in this RFP. 

B. Technical Proposal
Please note that technical proposals will be evaluated based on the evaluation criteria set forth in Section IV. Offerors shall provide all documentation in English or Ukrainian. The technical proposal should be in font size 12, Times New Roman, with single spacing. To develop a technical proposal please use the template presented in Attachment 1.
1. Proposal Cover Sheet. The first page of the proposal must use the Proposal Cover sheet as per Attachment 1.

2. Specification compliance: Please fill in all table cells.

3. Past Performance. Describe the organization’s previous experience within a similar area for deliveries of Goods.
4. References. The offeror shall list at least three major contracts its company has held over the past five (5) years for the same or similar work. This section should be one (1) page. Provide the following information for each contract:
a. Customer's name, address, and telephone numbers of customer's lead contact;
b. Contract type;
c. Place(s) of performance, and delivery dates or period of performance;
d. Contract size;
e. Brief description of the work;


C. Cost Proposal
Cost proposals will be evaluated separately from technical proposals. No increased Goods cost (per unit and total), profit, fees, taxes, or additional costs can be added after award. The cost proposal must be valid for at least 90 days. The cost proposal should indicate the cost of Goods both total and per unit.

Prices must be quoted in Ukrainian hryvnias, including the cost of delivery to the addresses of non-governmental organizations under DDP terms (Incoterms 2010).
Prices must be VAT exclusive in view of the project’s registration as international technical assistance. If required, the project will provide documents (a copy of the project registration card, a copy of the procurement plan, etc.) necessary to exercise the right to a tax benefit.
Terms of payment: To be negotiated individually with the winner of the tender.

Pact may require additional, more detailed budget information prior to issuing a contract.

D. Certifications: Offerors responding to this RFP must include the following disclosures and certifications as part of the proposal submission in an annex to the cost proposal.
1. Disclose any close, familial, or financial relationships with Pact or project staff. For example, if an offeror’s cousin is employed by the project, the offeror must state this.
2. Disclose any family or financial relationship with other offerors submitting proposals. For example, if the offeror’s father owns a company that is submitting another proposal, the offeror must state this.
3. Certify that the prices in the offer have been arrived at independently, without any consultation, communication, or agreement with any other offeror or competitor for the purpose of restricting competition.

E. Submission of Proposals: The deadline for submission of proposals is September 5, 2022. Submissions must be forwarded in electronic format only (either PDF or Microsoft Word and Excel) to procurement.cahc@pactworld.org. Offeror’s proposals should not contain any unnecessary promotional material or elaborate presentation formats (black and white is preferred). Offerors must not submit zipped files. Those pages requiring original manual signatures should be scanned and sent in PDF format as an email attachment. The technical proposal and cost proposal must be kept separate from each other. Please reference the RFP Number and RFP Name in the e-mail subject line (RFP-4056-2022-6. Procurement of rapid HIV tests). Offerors are responsible for ensuring that their offers are received in accordance with the instructions stated herein. Late offers may be considered at the discretion of Pact. Pact cannot guarantee that late offers will be considered. 

EVALUATION CRITERIA
A. Review Process. Pact will establish a selection committee that includes representatives from various company departments and external professionals if necessary. All technical reviewers will be subjected to a screening process to eliminate any conflict of interest. Evaluation will be based on the criteria set forth in Section B. Evaluation Criteria.

B. Evaluation Criteria. The award will be decided on the basis of evaluation criteria and the relevant points accumulated as determined by a Selection Committee. Only proposals conforming to the solicitation requirements will be considered.
